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Afrika’daki Bolgesel Orgiitler ve Uzmanlik Kuruluslari

Bat1 Afrika Devletleri Ekonomik Toplulugu (ECOWAS)

28 Mayis 1975 tarihinde Nijerya'min baskenti Lagos’ta imzalanan
antlasma ile kurulmustur. Orgiitiin amaci, iiye devletler arasindaki
glimriik ve ticarete iliskin kisitlamalar kaldirmak, serbest ekonomik
iliskiler kurmak ve {iye tlkelerin ekonomi politikalan arasmda uyum
saglamaktir. ECOWAS, Liberya’daki catismalarin ¢6ziimiinde aktif rol
oynayarak, BM ve uluslararasi toplumun dikkatini bu ydne ¢ekerek
ilkedeki baris ve istikrarin tesisi yoniinde etkin bir rol oynamayi
basarmistir.

Sahil Sahra Devletleri Toplulugu (CEN-SAD)

4 Subat 1998’de Libya’mn baskenti Tripoli’de kurulmustur. BM Genel
Kurulu'nda A/RES/56/92 sayil kararla gozlemci statiistine sahip olan
CENSAD'1in tarim, sanayi, enerji, kiiltiir ve saglik alanlarmda stirdiirtilebilir
ekonomik kalkinmayi saglamaya yonelik programlarn bulunmaktadir.

Dogu ve Giiney Afrika Ortak Pazar1 (COMESA)

COMESA 1981 yil baslarmda olusturulan Tercihli Ticaret Bolgesi (the
Preferential Trade Area for Eastern and Southern Africa) PTA'min
yerini almak tizere 1994 yilimda kurulmustur. COMESA insan kaynaklarmi
ve dogal kaynaklanm kendi halklarmim yararina kullanmak amaciyla
is birligi yapmak {izere bir araya gelen hiir, bagimsiz ve egemen
devletlerin kurdugu bir yapidir. COMESA’'nin temel amaci her bir
bagimsiz devletin karsilasacagi bazi engellerin Gistesinden gelebilecek
biiytik bir ekonomik ve ticari birim olusturmaktr.

Dogu Afrika Toplulugu (EAC)

22 Ocak 1999’da Tanzanyanm Arusha kentinde imzalanan anlasma
ile kurulmus olan EAC, kitadaki devletlerle ve bolgesel kuruluslarla
siyasal, ekonomik ve sosyal alanlarda karsiliklh menfaatlere dayah
genis ve kapsamh bir is birligini amaclamaktadir. EAC, 6zellikle bans
ve glivenlik alaninda izledigi etkin politikalarla bilinmektedir.

Afrika Kalkinma Bankasi (AfDB)

Afrika Kalkinma Bankasi, bagimsiz Afrikali {ilkeler arasinda ekonomik
is birligini gelistirmek amaciyla 10 Eyliil 1964 tarihinde kurulmustur.
11k kuruldugu yillarda "Yeni sémiirgecilik” etkilerinden korunmak
amaci ile Afrika dist bolgelerden {iye kabul etmiyordu. 1972 yilinda
Afrikali olmayan tlkelere acik ve bankamn bir yan kurulusu olan
Afrika Kalkinma Fonu olusturuldu. Fon aracihgiyla tiye iilkelere diisiik
faizli borclanma olanaklan tanindi. 1982 yilinda banka stiitiisiinde
yapilan bir degisiklik ile Afrika disindaki iilkelere de iiyelik hakki
verildi. Tirkiye de Mayis 2008’de Afrika Kalkinma Bankasi'na {iye
olmustur.

Afrika’nin Kalkinmasr icin Yeni Ortaklik (NEPAD)

Afrika Birligi'nin ekonomik kalkimmma programlarindan biri olan NEPAD,
Temmuz 2001°de Zambia’mn Lusaka kentinde gerceklestirilen Afrika
Birligi'nin 37. Devlet ve Hiikiimet Baskanlan Konseyi Zirvesi'nde kabul
edilmistir. Amaci; Afrika ilkeleri arasindaki ekonomik is birligini ve
biittinlesmeyi hizlandirmaktr.

Birlesmis Milletler Afrika Ekonomik Komisyonu (UNECA)

1958 yilinda, 29 Nisan 1958 tarihli Birlesmis Milletler Ekonomik ve
Sosyal Komitesi'nin 671A (XXV) nolu karar ile kurulmustur. UNECA;
Afrika'nin sosyo- ekonomik kalkimmasim saglamayi, Afrika tilkeleri
ile diger Ulkeler arasida ekonomik iliskiler kurarak bu iliskileri
gelistirmeyi amaclamaktadir.

Giiney Afrika Guimriik Birligi (SACU)

Kokeni 1910’a uzanan ancak biliglinkii adiyla 1970 yilinda yirirlige
giren diinyanmn en eski glimriik birligi sistemidir. Gliney Afrika Glimriik
Birligi (SACU) cercevesinde Botsvana, Lesotho, Namibya ve Svaziland
ile Glney Afrika arasinda gimriik birligi bulundugu icin s6z konusu
dort iilkeden yapilan ithalatta Gimriik Vergisi bulunmamakta, sadece
%14 oranindaki KDV 6denmektedir. Diger iilkelerden yapilan ithalatlarda
ise Glimriik Vergisi ve KDV tahsil edilmektedir.

Giiney Afrika Kalkinma Toplulugu (SADC)

17 Agustos 1992’de Namibya'nin Windhoek sehrinde imzalanan
anlasma sonrasi yasal bir topluluk olan SADC’'in varhg 1980’Ierin
oncelerine kadar uzanmaktadir. Toplulugun temel amaclan; lye
iilkeler arasinda sosyal ve insani kalkinmanin saglanmasi, bars ve
glivenligin tesisi, gida, tarim ve dogal kaynaklar alanlarinda ortak
politikalarin izlenerek, ticaret, sanayi finans ve yatinm alanlarinda is
birliginin gliclendirilmesidir.

Orta Afrika Devletleri Ekonomik Toplulugu (ECCAS)

Orta Afrika Ulkeleri arasinda bolgesel ekonomik is birligini tesvik
ederek giiclendirmeyi amaclayan ECCAS, 18 Ekim 1983 yilinda
kurulmustur. 1999 yilindaki zirvede Topluluk, dért 6ncelikli amac
belirlemistir. Bunlar; ekonomik ve sosyal kalkmma icin bars, giivenlik
ve istikrarn tesis edilmesi; ekonomik ve parasal entegrasyonun
gerceklestirilmesi; kiiltiirel alanda entegrasyon ve otonom finansal
bir mekanizmanm olusturulmasidir.
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Regional Organisations in Africa and Specialized Institutions

Economic Community of West African Countries (ECOWAS)

1t is established by the treaty signed in Lagos, the capital of Nigeria,
on the 28th of May 1975. The aim of the organization is to remove
the restrictions on customs and trade between member countries, to
establish free economic relations and to provide a balance between
the economic policies of member countries. By playing an active role
in solving the conflicts in Liberia and by attracting the attention of
UN and the international community on this matter, ECOWAS has
been effective in achieving peace and stability in the country.

The Community of Sahel-Saharan States (CEN-SAD)

1t is established on the 4th of February 1998 in Tripoli, the capital
of Libya. CENSAD, which has the status of observer in the UN General
Assembly according to the A/RES/56/92 decision, has programmes
in it, aimed at providing sustainable economic development in the
fields of agriculture, industry, energy, culture and health.

Common Market of East and South Africa (COMESA)

1t is established in 1994 in order to take the place of the Preferential
Trade Area for Eastern and Southern Africa - PTA, which was
established at the beginning of 1982. COMESA is a structure,
established by free, independent and dominant countries gathered
together in order to cooperate with the aim of using human and
natural resources for the benefit of their own communities. The
main aim of COMESA is to develop an economic and commercial
unit that could overcome the handicaps which every independent
country might encounter.

East African Community (EAC)

1t is established by the treaty signed in Arusha, a city of Tanzania,
on the 22th of January 1999. EAC aims at wide and detailed
cooperations between countries and regional organizations of the
continent based on mutual benefits on political, economic and social
matters. EAC is mostly known for it’s efficient policies on peace and
security.

African Development Bank (AfDB)

1t is established on the 10th of September 1964, for the purpose of
developing the economic cooperations between independent African
countries. 1t did not allow membership from non-African regions in
it’s first years so as to be protected from the effects of “Neo-
colonialism”. In 1972, African Development Fund was constituted as
a subsidiary company of the bank and it was open for the non-
African countries. Through the medium of the Fund, member countries
were enabled to get low-income loans. Non-African countries’ right

for membership was obtained with a change in the status of bank
in 1982. And Turkey became a member of the African Development
Bank in the May of 2008.

New Partnership for African Development (NEPAD)

Being one of the economic development programmes of the African
Union, NEPAD was accepted in the 37th  Summit of African Union
Heads of State and Government Council in Lusaka, a city of Zambia,
in the July of 2001. 1t’s aim is to accelerate the economic cooperation
and integration between African countries.

United Nations Economic Commission for Africa (UNECA)

1t is established in 1958, with the 671A (XXV) decision of the United
Nations Economic and Social Committee of 29 April 1958. UNECA
aims at providing the socio-economic development of Africa,
establishing relations between African countries and other countries
and developing these relations.

South African Customs Union (SACU)

1t is one of the oldest customs unions system of the world with it’s
roots going back to 1910. 1t became valid with it’s current name in
1970. As there is a customs union between Botswana, Lesotho,
Namibia, Svaziland and South Africa within the frame of South
African Customs Union, these countries do not require Customs Duty
for their imports. Only %14 Value Added Tax is paid in these countries.
But Customs Duty and VAT is collected for imports from other
countries.

Southern African Development Community (SADC)

1t became a legal community only after the agreement signed in
Windhoek, a city of Namibia, on the 7th of August 1992. But it’s
roots goes back to 1980’s. Main aims of the Community are to
provide the social and humanitarian development between member
countries, and to strengthen cooperations in trade, industry, finance
and investment by following common policies in peace and security,
food, agriculture and natural resources.

Economic Community of Central African States (ECCAS)

Aiming at strengthening the regional economic cooperation between
African countries ECCAS, is established on 18th of October 1983.
The Community has indicated four primary goals in the Summit of
1999. These are: to obtain peace, security and stability for economic
and social development; to achieve economic and financial integration;
cultural integration; and to organize an autonomic financial mechanism.
